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Theme

There have been frequent criticisms of physical education research for its neglect of a student focus within the teaching-learning context and process. This Pedagogy of Physical Education Symposium will draw from a number of countries and paradigms in an attempt to capture the ways in which the student is located in physical education research. It will open with a review of literature based upon the upcoming International Handbook of Research in Physical Education (Kirk, Macdonald and O’Sullivan), before looking at contemporary, student-centred aspects of learning, motivation and curriculum.
